Assembling the Calibration Frame

Preparation:

Ensure you have all needed parts before beginning
assembly. Remove all parts from their package. Place the
base on a level surface with plenty of space.

Tighten each knob (1) on the base until it is secured to the
ground.

Assembling the Stand

Lift the stand, then set the stand bottom groove (2) and
the base groove (3) in the same direction. Hold the stand
over the base, aligning the two positioning slots on the
stand with the two positioning pins (4) on the base.
Connect the stand to the base by inserting the pins into
the slots.




Tighten the four knobs (5) to lock the stand in place.

Stand behind the stand. Follow the arrow sign to slide
the upper crossbar into the slot in the middle of the
s \ deflection plate. Pull the crossbar locking level down-
ward to lock the crossbar.
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Installing the Laser Measurement Unit
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Installing the Lower Crossbar and the Large Sliding Plate

The lower crossbar is divided into three segments: left arm,
arm connector, and right arm. Remove all protective covers
from the unassembled crossbar.

NOTE: The camera version of the calibration frame
has six protective covers. The laser version has four
protective covers.

Hang the arm connector (6) on the lower crossbar holder
and secure it by tightening the four knobs on the back.

Attach the large sliding plate (7) to the arm connector.

Connect the left and right arms to the arm connector.
Remember to loosen all knobs on the left and right arms
before connecting. Tighten all knobs after the crossbar is
firmly connected.

The IABOO calibration frame is now ready for installing the camera kit or laser kit depending on your order and needs.




Assembling and Installing the Storage Brackets

Preparation:

Remove all items needed for assembling the storage
brackets from their package.

Attach the two brackets with the connecting bar, and
tighten them using the Allen key (5 mm) and the four
socket head cap screws (M8 x 20).

After assembly, the storage brackets can be secured to
either the floor or the wall.

a) Secured to the Floor

Place the assembled storage brackets on the floor. Fully
insert the four expansion bolts (M12 x 80) into each of
the four holes shown in the illustration to secure the
storage brackets on the floor. (Depending on the
construct of the floor, additional tools and/or fasteners
may be needed.)

b) Secured to the Wall

Attach the assembled storage brackets to the wall. Fully
insert the eight expansion bolts (M6 x 50) into each of the
eight holes shown in the illustration to secure the storage
brackets to the wall. (Depending on the construct of the
wall, additional tools and/or fasteners may be needed.)
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The storage brackets are now ready for placing pattern
boards in big, medium, and small sizes. Place them into
their appropriate slots.
